TUITION AGREEMENT FOR ACADEMIC YEAR 2011-2012
1.  I understand that the Tuition payable by a full-time student registered at EYAHT is $12,000 for the Academic Year, which runs from the Elul semester starting in September, 2011 through the end of the summer (August 31, 2012), and includes vacation breaks.  It is pro-rated (according to the secular calendar) for the period from my registration date until the date specified in the written notice of a termination of my studies which I deliver to the Admissions Office.
2. Tuition is payable in monthly installments of $1,000.  The sum is due on the first of each month.  (If I arrive during a month, the sum relating to such period will be added to the sum due on the first of the following month.) 
2.1. In connection with my admission I will arrange for automatic debit of my credit card, or utilize any other method of payment which is satisfactory to the Admissions office, including delivery of post-dated “head” checks upon my arrival.
3. If I have registered for a period of more than one month, and I anticipate that I will require financial aid, I shall submit a written description of why I cannot currently pay tuition to the Admissions Office .
3.1. I understand that students are required to apply for any scholarship that may be applicable to their situation. Scholarship eligibility may depend on factors such as home town, previous education, prior involvement in Jewish organizations, age, or other factors. All scholarship applications which have been timely filed with the potential grantor organization must be submitted to Eyaht in full, prior to eligibility for a loan for tuition.

All awards pursuant to such applications shall be paid over currently and shall be treated as a payment of tuition.
4. The Admissions Office will review my written request for aid. All information supplied to the Admissions Office, in writing, over the telephone, or in person will be treated as strictly confidential. The Admissions Office will inform the applicant of the amount of financial aid which is deemed appropriate.  In no event will the current payment be less than $100 per month.
5. Any amount of monthly financial aid approved by the Admissions Office shall constitute a non-interest bearing student loan obligation which is payable to EYAHT commencing six months after my studies terminate. 
6. Subsequent repayments of any student loan obligation for tuition applicable to the entire period of my attendance shall be made at the rate of at least $100 per month until the entire debt is satisfied.
7. At the time of my departure the Admissions office will provide me with a statement which shows the total balance owing, as well as the date on which the first installment of the monthly repayments is due. 
8. I agree to provide my current mailing address, email address, and home and cell phone numbers, as well as third party contact information, at the time of my departure and commit to provide prompt notification of any changes thereafter by email addressed to ____________________________________________.(insert email address to which the information is to go.)
